THEME-Where is my holy ground ?
  We are beginning our third week of our Lenten journey and how are we progressing in our faith?  We can learn from Moses.  Like Moses, we can discover God’s presence in the ordinary circumstances in our lives.  No matter how common, the place where we stand is holy ground.  God calls us each by name, at the same time disclosing the divine name: “I AM.”  God is the God of the present, eternally tending to all our needs here and now. 
    The psalmist rejoices in the surpassing compassion of God who secures justice for the oppressed when he cries out, “the Lord is kind and merciful.” When we read Scripture and Sacred Tradition, these two areas of history are examples to encourage us and help us to live in faith and trust.

     When bad things happen to good people, Jesus tells us that God is not punishing us.  Tragic events happen to people, not because we are the worst of sinners but to wake us up to our own mortality.  Jesus gives us a sober warning lest we become presumptuous  of God’s mercy.  God is patient, giving us ample time to change our lives.  But if we refuse to reform our ways, like the fruitless fig tree, there will be a time when God’s forgiveness will come to an end. The great liturgical season of Lent gives us the opportunity to truly commit to our baptismal and confirmation vows. This is why it is important to attend the Lenten Devotions, to learn how much God does love us.  Let us look between the lines, the scars of the whip on Jesus’ back.   They are there for us, because He took our sins upon Himself.

Everything Lent
As Easter rapidly approaches, have we spent personal time in meditation during the day, have we kept the dietary disciplines of abstinence and are we attending Lenten Devotions?  Will we be ready to sing the Alleluias? If not,  we still have time to prepare. May we make a firm resolution that the remaining  2010 Lenten Season becomes meaningful. During this Lenten season, may each of us pause and reflect about the ways in which God has been good to us -- both in terms of his great salvation and the many little ways that our lives have been enriched by his grace. If these things become personally meaningful to each of us, we will find ourselves fully thankful, which will promote the experience of praise and thereby rejoice the heart of God himself. Think of the generous way that God forgives: the Father throws his arms around the returned prodigal; the lost sheep is brought home on the shoulders of the shepherd; the person who is in debt has nothing to pay and his debt is completely wiped out -- cancelled. There is a sense that we are, through faith in our Lord Jesus, a forgiven people but there is also the need of continual forgiveness. Forgiveness is something that has become central to me in my life as a Christian and the Lenten season is a wonderful time for us to think of the cost of my forgiveness and to remember my need to forgive others. 
     THIRD SUNDAY OF LENT

  KEY VERSE: "Unless you repent,
  you will all perish as they did" (v
  13).

READING: In Jesus' time, those who hoped for a triumphant Messiah who would reestablish Israel in power found his teaching on the cross difficult to accept. Jesus pointed out recent disasters that people believed to be the consequence of sin. In one incident, Pontius Pilate's men killed some Jewish Galileans in cold-blood while they were offering sacrifice in the Jerusalem Temple at Passover. In another case, several construction workers were accidentally killed when a water tower fell on them. These individuals did not die because of their own sins. Although they were innocent of wrongdoing, they nonetheless suffered the reality of evil in the world. Without faith, these calamities would be seen as terrible tragedies, but with faith, all events in a person's life, whether good or bad, can be sanctifying and redemptive. Jesus told a parable about a fruitless fig tree planted in the vineyard (the fruitless tree was a symbol of barren Israel, Jer 8:13; Is 5:1-7). God was merciful and patient in waiting for it to bear fruit, but time was running out. The kingdom of God was at hand and God's people should repent while there was still time.

REFLECTING: Do I view the trials in my life as opportunities for growth?
PRAYING: Lord Jesus, help me to uproot sin in my life so that I might bear good fruit.
