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 NATIONAL DAY OF PRAYER

 Since the first call to prayer in 1775, when 

 the Continental Congress asked the
 colonies to pray for wisdom in forming a
 nation, the call to prayer has continued
 through our history, including President
 Lincoln's proclamation of a day of
 "humiliation, fasting, and prayer" in 1863. In 1952, a joint resolution by Congress, signed by President Truman, declared an annual, national day of prayer. In 1988, the law was amended and signed by President Reagan, permanently setting the day as the first Thursday of every May. Each year, the president signs a proclamation, encouraging all Americans to pray on this day. Last year, all 50 state governors plus the governors of several U.S. territories signed similar proclamations.
The National Day of Prayer has great significance for us as a nation. It enables us to recall and to teach the way in which our founding fathers sought the wisdom of God when faced with critical decisions. It stands as a call to us to humbly come before God, seeking His guidance for our leaders and His grace upon us as a people. The unanimous passage of the bill establishing the National Day of Prayer as an annual event, signifies that prayer is as important to our nation today as it was in the beginning.

READING: After Judas left the table of the Last Supper to betray the Lord, Jesus began his final discourse to his disciples. As he stood on the threshold of his passion and death, Jesus prepared his eleven remaining disciples for the work that he would hand over to them when he was raised by God in glory. On Mount Sinai, God gave Moses a set of commandments that would form Israel as the people of God (Ex 20:1-17). Now Jesus gave his followers a "new commandment": to love one another in the same way that he had loved them. This meant that his followers must be willing to lay down their lives for others as he did. In this way, the world would recognize that they were his disciples.

REFLECTING: Have I loved others today in the way that Jesus does?
