KEY VERSE: He breathed on them and said to them, "Receive the Holy Spirit" (v 22).

READING: On the fiftieth day after Passover, the Jews celebrated the feast of the "first fruits" of the harvest (Greek, Pentecost, Hebrew, Shavuot), the holiday honoring the giving of the Torah. The Christian feast of Pentecost marks the descent of the Holy Spirit on the disciples (Acts 2:1-4). In John's Gospel, the resurrection, ascension and the descent of the Spirit occurred on the same Easter Sunday. It is most likely that the disciples were gathered in the upper room where the Last Supper had been held. But they were fearful that the emissaries of the Sanhedrin would come to arrest them too. Upon seeing the risen Lord, the disciples were overjoyed. Just as the breath of God created Adam, the first human being (Gn 2:7), Jesus breathed forth the Spirit creating the new people of God, the Church. Empowered by the Spirit, Jesus' disciples were sent forth to bring peace through the reconciliation of sinners.

REFLECTING: In what ways has the Holy Spirit empowered my life?
PRAYING: Holy Spirit, help me to bring peace and forgiveness to others.
Be a Parish missionary, witness for Christ and invite all to worship.  Help build our Church with the faithful.
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
